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The Ohio Asthma Coalition is a collaborative group of 
medical and public health professionals, business and 
government agency leaders, community activists and 
others dedicated to improving the quality of life for 
people with asthma through information-sharing,  
networking and advocacy. 

The Ohio Asthma Coalition was established on  
June 3, 2002, through collaboration between the Ohio  
Department of Health Asthma Program and the  
American Lung Association of Ohio. The first order of  
business was to develop mission and vision statements:

Mission: Improve the lives of the more than 1 million 
Ohioans with asthma.
Vision: Living well with asthma.

Ohio Statewide Asthma Plan 2009-2014
In 2009, the coalition again took up the process of creating 
a five-year plan of action. The experience and thinking of 
the coalition and its leadership was to create a flexible  
plan that allowed committees to plan and implement 
comprehensive projects in four major areas in the next five 
years. The plan was based on a comprehensive survey of 
the coalition in late 2008. Due to the survey the  
organizational structure of the coalition was changed.
